
What is CERT? 
CERT is about readiness, people 

helping people, rescuer safety, and 
doing the greatest good for the 

greatest number.  
 

CERT is a positive and realistic 
approach to emergency and disaster 

situations where citizens will be 
initially on their own and their 
actions can make a difference.  

 
Through training, citizens can manage 
utilities and put out small fires; treat 
the three killers by opening airways, 
controlling bleeding, and treating for 

shock; provide basic medical aid; 
search for and rescue victims safely; 

and organize themselves and 
spontaneous volunteers to be 

effective.

Who can take the CERT training? 

Naturals for the training are neighborhood 
watch, community organizations, commu-
nities of faith, school staff, workplace em-
ployees, scouting organizations and other 
groups that come together regularly for a 
common purpose. CERT skills are useful 
in disaster and everyday life events. 

How do I get started? 

To become a CERT member, you will 
have to take the CERT training from a 
sponsoring agency like an emergency man-
agement agency, fire department or police 
department in the area where you live or 
work. Contact the local emergency man-
ager where you live or work and ask about 
the education and training opportunities 
available to you. Let this person knows 
about your interest in CERT. 

People who go through CERT training 
have a better understanding of the poten-
tial threats to their home, workplace and 
community and can take the right steps to 
lessen the effects of these hazards on them-
selves, their homes or workplace.
